Ancient Greek Medicine

The Ancient Greeks recognized the importance of physicians, as related in the works of
Homer, injured warriors were treated by physicians. They continued to develop the art of
medicine and made many advances. Whilst they imported much of their medical knowledge
from the Egyptians, they did develop some skills of their own and certainly influenced the
course of the Western history of medicine.

The Greeks tended to believe that most diseases could be healed by prayers to the God
of Medicine, Asclepius, and the great temples, known as Asclepions, were where many Greeks
went to seek healing, making prayer to the god in return for having their diseases healed.

However, this all changed with Hippocrates, one of the most famous of all physicians,
and his famous oath is still used by doctors today, as they pledge to 'Do No Harm.' His most
telling contribution to the history of medicine was the separation of medicine from the divine,
and he believed that checking symptoms, giving diagnoses and administering treatment should
be separated from the rituals of the priests.

Greek doctors, influenced by Hippocratic thought, would study the case history of
patients, asking questions and attempting to find out as much as possible from the patient before
arriving at a diagnosis. This two-way interaction between patient and doctor became a
foundation of the history of medicine, still used by modern practitioners.

The Ancient Greeks believed that there were four humors making up the body, and an
imbalance in these would lead to both mental and physical illnesses and ailments. The balance
of these humors would be affected by diet, location, age, climate and a range of other factors,
and Ancient Greek medicine was based upon restoring the balance.

Many of the Greek herbal remedies and medicines were based around restoring the
balance of humors, and this belief continued in European thought well into the Middle Ages.

Placebo effect — what it is and how it works

The placebo effect is the phenomenon where a subject experiences an effect from an
inactive substance or fake treatment, which is called a placebo. While not all people experience
the placebo effect, there are genuine therapeutic effects of placebos. Here is a look at what the
placebo effect is, why it occurs, and how scientists and health professionals use it.

The placebo effect is a therapeutic benefit or apparent side effect from a placebo. A
placebo, in turn, is a substance or treatment that has no effect. Alternatively, it is a treatment
with the exact composition of inactive ingredients or the same steps as the therapy, minus the
active substance or procedure.

Examples of placebos include sugar pills, consumable liquids or solids, saline injections,
and fake surgeries.

The primary use of a placebo is in scientific research and drug testing. A researcher
administers the placebo to a control group, while the experimental group receives the treatment.
So, knowing that the placebo effect is a real phenomenon, scientists and medical professionals
studied the effectiveness of placebos. In some situations, a placebo is an effective treatment,
even when people know they are taking a placebo. Placebos have an effect on:

e Asthma

e Depression

o Irritable bowel syndrome
e Menopause

e Pain

e Sleep disorders

Studies indicate some people taking a placebo for a stimulant experience increased heart
rate and blood pressure, while those taking a placebo for a depressant experience the opposite
effects.

Studies indicate that the brain controls a variety of responses that manifest as the placebo
effect. Physiological processes subject to placebos include pain response, depression, insulin
secretion, immunosuppression and symptoms of Parkinson’s disease.

How are medicines made?

There was a time when humans fell like flies to diseases like cholera and malaria.
Fortunately, thanks to science, we now have an impressive arsenal of medicines to fight the
countless diseases that plague our species.

It has taken many decades and careers of research and development, a significant
investment of resources, and brilliant minds, and luck to make them. I, for one, believe that the
effort was worth it. It is the manufacture and extraction of medicine that gives us the luxury to
go about our lives without the fear of diseases that once decimated our ancestors.
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So, how exactly are these drugs—the pills and capsules, suspensions and syrups, gels
and creams, injectables and inhalables—actually made?

Medicines are substances that are used to treat or prevent diseases and alleviate their
symptoms. They can be chemically synthesized in laboratories or obtained from available
natural resources, such as plants and minerals.

Painkillers like aspirin are chemically produced, whereas antibiotics such
as penicillin are extracted from the fungal species Penicillium chrysogenum. Antibiotics can
also be extracted from bacteria; for example, streptomycin comes from Streptomyces griseus.

All these special compounds, whether synthesized or extracted, are referred to as the
active pharmaceutical ingredient of the medicine. Every medicine has a unique compound (or
combination of compounds) that achieves the desired curative or preventive effect.

When a medicine enters the body, the active ingredients of the drugs interact with
biochemical components in our body to achieve the intended effect at the site or organ known
as the “drug target”.

Drug discovery isn’t easy or cheap. Researchers spend years or even decades creating
chemicals with the hope that one molecule out of hundreds might end up being a cure.

Homeopathy

Developed in Germany in the late 1700s, homeopathy is a medical system based on
the principle that like cures like (the law of similars).

The creation of homeopathy dates back to a man named Samuel Hahnemann, who in
1796 used ideas originating from Ancient Greek medicinal practitioners to form his theory of
homeopathic medicine. His philosophy and practice were based on the idea that the body has
the ability to heal itself naturally, and that symptoms are its way of showing a patient what’s
wrong and going on internally. Homeopathy is, therefore, different than conventional medicine
because it views symptoms of illness as normal responses from the body as it attempts to regain
health.

Treatments are based on the patient’s unique characteristics, including personality and
lifestyle, as well as symptoms and general health. Homeopathy aims to restore the flow of the
body's energy; it is not based on principles of chemistry or physiology.

Remedies used in homeopathy are derived from naturally occurring substances, such
as plant extracts and minerals. Extremely low concentrations are prepared in a specific way.
The more dilute the homeopathic remedy, the stronger it is considered to be. Many solutions
are so dilute that they contain no measurable molecules of the active ingredient. Homeopathic
products are available over the counter or from a homeopathic provider.

Homeopathy is commonly used in Europe and India, largely because of a long history
of use; as a result, the practice has become part of the culture. Homeopathy has been used to
treat various disorders, such as allergies, rhinitis and respiratory symptoms, digestive
problems, musculoskeletal pain, and vertigo.

Radiation diagnostics in lung examination

Only modern research methods allow you to quickly and accurately establish a diagnosis
and begin surgical treatment in a hospital setting. In our time of modern technology, radiation
diagnostics of the lungs is of great importance. It is very difficult to make a diagnosis according
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to the clinical picture in most cases. This is due to the fact that lung pathologies are accompanied
by severe pain, acute respiratory failure and hemorrhage.

X-ray diagnostic method allows you to quickly identify the problem in the event of a
life-threatening situation that requires urgent intervention. Urgent X-ray diagnostics can be
useful in many cases. Most often it is used for damage to bones and joints, internal organs and
soft tissues. Injuries to the head and neck, abdomen and abdominal cavity, chest, spine, hips
and long tubular bones are very dangerous for a person.

The method of X-ray examination is prescribed to the patient immediately after anti-
shock therapy is carried out. It can be carried out directly in the emergency department, using
a mobile device, or the patient is taken to the X-ray room. Also, an urgent X-ray examination
is carried out with other pathologies: acute pain in the abdomen, coughing up blood and
bleeding from the digestive tract. If the data is not enough to establish an accurate diagnosis,
computed tomography is prescribed.

For all types of injuries and in complex cases, it may be necessary to perform not only
computed tomography, but also magnetic resonance. Only the attending doctor can prescribe
this or that study.

Radiation diagnostics has been used for several years and has shown very good results
in making diagnoses quickly, especially in difficult cases. Despite its disadvantages, there are
no other studies that would give such results yet. Therefore, we can say for sure that at present,
radiation diagnostics is in the first place.
